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The Context of Islamic Concepts by Corpus Based: An Applied
Analysis

Abstract

Objective: This study aims to: (1) analyze the contexts of selected Islamic concepts based
on linguistic corpus; and (2) propose an approach for applying corpus-based to analyze
Islamic concepts.

Methodology: This mixed-method research employs quantitative data from the Arabic
language corpus available at https://arabicorpus.byu.edu/ for qualitative analysis. Three
Islamic concepts were selected for analysis, which are ‘Struggle’ (2%=), ‘Predecessor’
(<), and ‘Religious innovation’ (4<=22). Each concept was examined through four
dimensions: frequency of occurrence, language patterns, collocations, and semantic
prosody.

Research Findings: The analysis revealed broader perspectives on the three concepts,
highlighting their contextual usages, connotation, and conceptual development.
Contributions: The findings serve as a case study and propose an approach for applying
corpus-based analysis to other Islamic concepts in diverse perspectives for future research

in Islamic and Muslim studies.
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
