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Abstract

Objective: This study aims to examine the meaning and development of the LGBTQ
concept from an Islamic perspective.

Methodology: This study employed a documentary research methodology, focusing on the
Islamic perspective derived from the Quran, Hadith, Figh, and the writings of both classical
and contemporary Islamic scholars. The inclusion criteria for sources were: 1) relevance to
the research topic, 2) credibility of the source, 3) completeness and accuracy of
information, 4) verifiability of research methods and results, 5) reliability of data sources,
and 6) temporal scope. Data analysis was conducted through content analysis.

Research Findings: The concept of LGBTQ is rooted in Western thought that emphasizes
human rights and individual identity, viewing sexual orientation and gender identity as
flexible and subject to change. In contrast, the Islamic perspective holds that sex and sexual
relations are determined by fitrah and the Shari‘ah, employing terms such as (ial) 35351
(Homosexuality) to reflect prohibited behavior rather than a fixed identity. This highlights
the risks of adopting LGBTQ terminology in Muslim societies without interpretation within
the framework of Islam, as it may lead to the distortion of religious principles and the
erosion of the moral authority of Islam.

Contributions: The findings serve as a guideline to promote a correct understanding of
LGBTQ issues based on Islamic principles, support educational outreach to Muslim youth
and communities to prevent faith confusion, provide foundational knowledge for religious
leaders and policymakers, and lay the groundwork for future studies on religion and
contemporary society.
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
