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An Analysis of the Conditions and Needs of Student Tarbiyah:
A Case Study of a Primary School in Satun Province"

Abstract

Objective : The purpose of this study was to examine the conditions and needs of
student Tarbiyah in a primary school in Satun Province.

Methodology : This study employed a qualitative research methodology using in-
depth interviews and semi-structured interview protocols. The key informants comprised
15 individuals, including school administrators, teachers responsible for moral and ethical
development, and parents. Participants were purposively selected based on specific criteria:
they were directly involved in student moral development, possessed knowledge or
experience in Tarbiyah within the context of primary education for at least three years, and
were capable of providing in-depth and authentic insights. Data triangulation was used for
validation, and the findings were presented through descriptive analysis.

Research Findings : The findings revealed that the implementation of Tarbiyah
in primary schools in Satun Province remains unclear in terms of policy direction.
Challenges include a lack of personnel understanding regarding their roles, limited
integration of Tarbiyah into instructional practices, and insufficient community
involvement. Stakeholders emphasized the need for systematic teacher development
through role modeling, curriculum design that explicitly incorporates Tarbiyah principles,
the provision of diverse and continuous activities, and the creation of supportive
environments that nurture appropriate behaviors in students' daily lives.

Contributions: The study’s findings can serve as fundamental data for planning
the development of Tarbiyah at the primary education level. They also provide initial
guidelines for school administrators and teachers in formulating more effective and result-
oriented policies on moral and ethical development.
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
