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Factors Influencing the Persistence of Pondok Institutions along

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Abstract

This qualitative research aims to investigate the factors influencing the continuity of pondok
schools situated along Khlong Saen Saep in Bangkok. Data were collected through document
analysis, focusing primarily on primary sources such as commemorative books and official
government records. Additional data were obtained through in-depth interviews with key
informants from four pondok schools: Miftahul Uloom Diniah School, Ridwanun Islam
School, Maso Hatutdin 2 School, and Madrasat al-Dirasah al-Diniyah School. The key
informants included descendants of the school founders, administrators, teachers, alumni, and
current students. The research utilized semi-structured interview protocols.

The findings reveal five major factors contributing to the sustained presence of these pondok
schools: 1. Successor 2. administrative aspect 3. financial resources 4. support from the
community and society, and 5. assistance from government agencies.

The body of knowledge about the factors influencing the the continuity of pondok schools can
serve as a foundation for addressing existing challenges and guiding future development of
pondok schools, ensuring they can appropriately adapt and sustainably serve society moving
forward.
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
