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Abstract

Objective: This research aims to 1) study the effects of implementing a training
curriculum on using technology to create instructional media for teachers, and 2)
evaluate teachers' satisfaction toward the training activities on using technology to create
instructional media for teachers in an Islamic private school in Pattani Province.
Methodology: This research evaluated a training curriculum on using technology to
create instructional media for teachers. A purposive sample of 30 secondary school
teachers was selected from an Islamic private school in Pattani Province by the school
administrator based on: 1) minimal technology skills, 2) voluntary participation, and 3)
full attendance commitment. Data were collected through testing, questionnaires, and
lesson plan evaluation, then analyzed using descriptive statistics and t-tests.

Research Findings: Teachers' knowledge and understanding of using technology to
create teaching and learning materials (ClassPoint, Canva) after training (mean = 14.07)
was significantly higher than before training (mean = 5.87) with statistical significance.
Skills in preparing lesson plans using technology were at a good level (mean = 3.80),
and teachers had the highest level of satisfaction with the training activities on using
technology to create teaching and learning materials (mean = 4.64).

Contributions: The research findings can be applied to 1) guide educational technology
implementation in Islamic private schools, 2) inform administrator planning for teacher
technology training, and 3) expand technology-based instructional media creation to

other Islamic private schools in Pattani and southern border provinces.
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
