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Abstract
Objective This study explores the roles of school administrators and teaching staff in the
Islamic Sports Program (ISP) and examines factors influencing the success of integrated
curriculum administration in a private Islamic school in Songkhla Province, Thailand.
Methodology: A qualitative approach was used, involving five key informants: one
administrator, three head football coaches, and one dormitory teacher. Data were collected
through in-depth interviews, focus group discussions, and participatory
Research Findings: The administrator played a key role in policy formulation, vision
setting, resource allocation, and establishing monitoring systems. Head coaches translated
policies into holistic sports training, while the dormitory teacher supervised students’ daily
lives, promoted life skills, and incorporated Islamic teachings into daily routines. Key
success factors included strong community Islamic values, coach expertise, a structured
dormitory discipline system, adequate facilities, and active parental and community
support.
Contributions: The study offers insights for designing integrated sports curricula in

Islamic schools. Emphasis should be placed on achieving balance in physical, mental, and
moral development, aligned with local religious and cultural contexts.
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
