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Abstract

This study aims to examine the Needs and Expectations In Developing the Management of Mosque-Based
Istamic Education Centers (Tadlka) In Mueang District, Pattanl Province. The focus is on developing Tadika
as a learning hub that promotes academic knowledge, moral values, religious faith, and the preservation of
local identity. A qualitative research approach was employed, using semi-structured interviews with 15 key
informants, including government representatives, center administrators, senior teachers, and parents. The
collected data were analyzed through content analysis. The findings reveal that all stakeholder groups
share a common expectation for Tadika to serve as a comprehensive center for youth development,
particularly in strengthening Islamic knowledge and Malay Muslim identity. They also emphasize the need
for diverse student development activities, transparent budget management, and continuous support from
external organizations. These findings provide valuable insights for shaping policies and management
strategies that align Tadika with community needs and contribute to the sustainable enhancement of

Islamic education quality in the local context.
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
