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Arabic Verbal Nouns Instructional Strategies to Learners in the Thai

Context: Morphosyntactic awareness and English Language Integration

Objective: This article aims to propose instructional strategies for teaching Arabic verbal
nouns (masdar) to learners in Thailand, emphasizing the integration of linguistic theories with

modern teaching strategies.

Methodology: A qualitative research methodology was employed, involving descriptive
analysis of academic documents and classroom observations. The proposed instructional
model builds on learners' prior knowledge of English and fosters morphological awareness
through three core strategies: (1) learning the unknown from the known, (2) highlighting
contrasts to simplify complexity, and (3) allowing confusion to spark conceptual clarity.
Comparative references to English gerunds are utilized to establish cognitive links with

learners' existing linguistic experiences.

Findings: The findings reveal that: (1) morphological awareness plays a crucial role in
connecting vocabulary, grammar, and structural analysis; (2) integrating this awareness with
English as a mediating language enhances learners’ ability to distinguish, comprehend, and
apply Arabic verbal noun patterns with greater accuracy; and (3) the developed instructional
approach positively influences learners’ proficiency in understanding and using masdar

systematically and meaningfully.

Contributions: This study provides a practical framework for Arabic language instruction in
the Thai educational context, promoting sustainable language acquisition by bridging new
knowledge with learners’ prior experiences. It encourages analytical thinking and meaningful

learning processes in Arabic language education.
