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Assessment of Current Conditions and Requirements for Developing an
Instructional Management Framework to Enhance Quranic Sign
Language Competencies Among Hearing-Impaired Students: A Case
Study of the Special Education Center, Pattani Province

Abstract

Obijective: This investigation seeks to examine the existing conditions and institutional
requirements for establishing a comprehensive instructional management framework
designed to enhance Quranic sign language competencies among hearing-impaired students
enrolled at the Special Education Center, Pattani Province.

Methodology: This study employed a qualitative research approach to collect data through
in-depth interviews with eight key informants, comprising three teachers, three parent
representatives, one deputy director for academic affairs, and one director. The study
utilized semi-structured interview guides for data collection. Data analysis was conducted
using content analysis, and data quality was ensured through triangulation methods.

Research Findings: The study found that the current state of Quranic sign language

learning management is constrained by limitations in time, resources, and budget. Teachers
lack knowledge, manuals, media, and appropriate methods for delivering Quranic sign
language instruction suitable for learners. Stakeholders expressed needs for developing
learning management models, diverse content and media, specialized teacher training, and
parental and community involvement to ensure continuous learning applicable to daily life.
Contributions: The results of this study can be used as guidelines for developing learning
management models to enhance Quranic sign language skills, benefiting interested parties,
teachers, parents, and special education centers in areas that care for hearing-impaired
students.
